Board of Trustees
The new board has been busy since the CoDA Service Conference (CSC).  We met the last day of conference, to get our officers elected and transfer of duties discussed.  The new officers are: Chris H. Chair; Lorraine O. Vice-chair; Mary I Secretary; Denny H Treasurer.  Gerry B is our at-large person.

Our first priority, per the fellowship, is the website - getting some solutions to problems that have been ongoing.  Gerry is heading up the work group for this.  Part of the issue has to do with having the rights to alter the website. We are planning a meeting with the web designers in Phoenix next month, and hope to be able to resolve some of this at that time.  Once this is resolved, our web master will be able to change some of the meeting search problems.
The board was notified on October 6 our webmaster Dominic resigned from SOS. We wish Dominic well in his new life’s ventures.  SOS has named our new webmaster as Zachary I, he has been brought up to speed by Dominic and Gerry B.
The board is having a face to face in Phoenix in November for two days.  Our agenda will include discussions around the web, finances, continuing decline of 7th Tradition donations, the next CSC/ICC (International CoDA Convention) and elections (since CSC is moving from July to October, there are some questions about terms of service).

We are also working on legal matters, including more requests for use of CoDA materials. 

It is exciting to hear all our committees are so active and doing exciting things.  It has been a struggle for the board members to be completely effective as liaisons, as they are originally described.  We thank you for all your service and welcome your feedback.  
The board is small this year, with only 5 members.  If you are even remotely thinking of applying to the board next year please consider being an Alternate. Listening in on the board calls and receiving copies of board emails would familiarize you with the process and see if it can work for you.  To be an Alternate please fill out the application on our CoDA website and send to board@coda.org.  We need people willing to do service, and hope you will consider this opportunity to do service in a different way.

SOS Association Management Company

This quarter has been busy with several projects, including continuing work on CSC, policies and procedures, and website updates.

· Accounting:  Began work on the bookkeeping scope of work, including uploading the QuickBooks online and working with the bookkeeper and new treasurer.  Setting up system for accounts payable (AP) and Expense Reimbursement Report (ERR) tracking.

· Board:  Board meetings and prep before, during and after CSC.  Set up of Face 2 Face in November.

· CSC:  Onsite at the 2015 CSC – Dominic worked on the motions database for the entire business session.  Worked with the board on board meetings and worked at crafting motions and working the PowerPoint.

· ERRS:  Inputting all ERRs in Smart sheet as they come in, assign them a number and send an email with the number to use for tracking.  

· Phone Calls:  Ongoing phone calls for CoDA weekly, including follow-up with Communications Chair.  

· Policies and Procedures:  This is an ongoing project.  This quarter we worked on the Finance Policy & Procedure (P&B) and the Issues Mediation Committee (IMC) P&P.

· Website: Delegate packet online for CSC and ongoing general updates. Started work with Website Work Group.  Ongoing maintenance.  Updating of alias lists after CSC with new positions.

We have been very interactive with our Web, Legal and Board liaisons and welcome the opportunity to continue to assist in ongoing projects.  Thank you for the opportunity.

We have had to change the list archives at www.codependents.org back to a plain white background due to a technical conflict between it & the main CoDA website.

Since the last QSR was written we have sent out 25 announcements on the Main Announcements list. We continue to have some issues with 2 large spam filters used by many smaller email providers. We are trying to find a solution. We are looking into the possibility of using a large internet company’s bonded email server as a way to get around this issue. No decision has yet been reached.
At this moment, the only known solution is for you to add the names of any lists you want to receive to your address book/contacts/white list on your email provider’s email web page. An explanation of how to do this can be seen here: http://coda.org/index.cfm/emailsignup/ on the bottom right of the page. You would need a separate contact added for each list you subscribe to. 

We are still hoping to send the 2015 Service Conference Summary to you soon.

Co-NNections
The Co-NNections Committee met in July in order to prepare for CSC. We presented our report and it was met with great enthusiasm by those in attendance. We handed out our flyer asking that those in attendance take it back to their meetings and ask their members to consider sending a submission to Co-NNections. 

We met in August and accomplished the following:

· Elected a chair and co-chair (Lisa B. & Geff R. respectively)

· Sub-committees reported on their work

· Discussed a F2F meeting for early 2016

All of the known Co-NNections website issues are resolved.

We continue to have significant issues with spam filters from small email providers. This seems to impact Co-NNections more than any other of the email lists, due to the type of language used in the readings.

Since the last QSR, we have sent 17 weekly readings, received 11 new submissions, and sent a "blast" last week to the General Announcements lists, requesting submissions. Unfortunately, we received only 1 response. We have largely switched over from using archived submissions to using new ones. The Weekly Readings sub-committee is working on vetting the new submissions.

The Meeting in Print (MIP) sub-committee met and continued to brainstorm ideas for creating a template appropriate for this publication.  One of the main things that makes it different from emails, the CoDA book, and other forms of communications already established is the variability of the formats that could be used (pictures, artwork, etc.) We had some questions for the Co-NNections Committee and submitted them as agenda items to the next group call.  We are also in the process of creating a mission statement for defining the purpose of our publication.  

  

We hope to have continued success in encouraging the fellowship to submit new inspirational articles relating to recovery from codependency. Everyone has a story to share that can help another. The simple format you can follow is to answer the following, “What was it like? What happened? What’s it like now?” Or you can write about a topic related to codependency recovery that interests you such as sponsorship, boundaries, service, communication, working the Steps – the possibilities are endless!

Finance
In July the committee, working with all the committees and the Board, presented to the CSC a budget of $194,236 in expenses with projected income of $194,600.  This reflects a tightening of expenses and a challenge to increase 7th tradition income by $1,000 per month.  The Motions presented to CSC by the Finance Committee were passed, one of which is a Recovery Celebration Plan to encourage donations (financial and/or service) to CoDA, Inc. as members of the Fellowship celebrate their anniversary in CoDA recovery. (Donations may be made on the CoDA website using the donate button at the bottom of the page or by sending a check to CoDA, Inc., P.O. Box 33577, Phoenix, AZ, 85067-3577)

We were able to recruit two new members to the committee at CSC.  We have met three times since CSC and have approved over 30 Expense Reimbursement Requests (ERR) for Travel to CSC.  The average time from receipt of the ERR to payment has been 31 days.  Not as good as we had hoped, but we have honed the system that we are using and it is working better.  To process an ERR requires a couple of hours of volunteer time if all the receipts are present and the instructions have been followed.  If things are missing or unclear, it takes more time to process as well as waiting for more information such as needed receipts to support expense claims.  Our tracking system has helped us know how many ERRs are not processed (11-15) and what is the holdup.  (8 waiting for more information, 3 waiting for processing by someone, and 4 potential ERRs yet to be received.)

Gratitude month is coming in November.  The Finance committee would like to encourage groups to consider passing the basket a second time to collect a donation to be given directly to CoDA, Inc. in gratitude for what CoDA has given you through recovery. CoDA is expanding in many areas.  CoDA, Inc. needs the Fellowship to support it through both service and donations.  Thank you for your time, service, and donations to all levels of CoDA, especially at the international level of CoDA, Inc.

 One In This Moment was sent as well.  The reason for this low number of books sent is that the training for our new Literature Coordinator had not occurred as planned.  Steps to correct this are planned early in the fourth quarter.

The Books for Inmates and Institutions has received $1,017.11 in donations this quarter.

Since the Institutional Meeting Handbook was approved a CSC 2015, we are still sending this from the committee.  Because of institutional regulations (personal mail cannot be longer than 10 pages), these have had to be sent in two separate mailings.  We have asked CoRe to ship this out for us, and are still awaiting an answer from them.  We would still send a CoDA Meeting Handbook to someone institutionalized who wants to start a meeting on the “outside” on their release.
There have been 6 new inquiries from institutions regarding information about CoDA, obtaining CoDA literature, or having CoDA meetings started in them.  All have been responded to.
 Inmate sponsorship:  Three (one man and two women) sponsees and three sponsor applications have been received since CSC in July.  Nothing has been done with them.  So far we have had 13 women volunteer to be sponsors.  Two have not yet been approved for lack of committee members willing to be involved in the approval process.  Among these we have the capacity to sponsor 21 women.  So far, only 7 have been assigned.  We have had only 1 man volunteer to sponsor, 1 sponsee matched, and 16 requests for men sponsors.  We have an urgent need for an Inmate Sponsorship Coordinator.  We are in need of sponsors for inmates, both men and women. If you are interested, please write to us at inmatesponsorship@coda.org.

 The requested revisions we made regarding the bookkeeping procedures have been instituted in part.  CoRe has made the changes that we felt were needed, but we are still waiting for changes to be made by CoDA.  Meanwhile, progress is being made on paying our bills for shipping literature.
Our hopes for having a newsletter (H&I Lights) are on hold.  We have been struggling to do what we have done with too few workers.

We have made no more progress on finalizing revisions (updating) our Operations (P&P) Manual. 
We have heard of several new meetings being started in facilities through the efforts of CoDA members and facility staff members.  We get requests from facilities for help to bring CoDA into them and rely on having them contact meetings near them for assistance.
Thank you to all who volunteer by sponsoring and serving in hospitals and institutions.

There are so many opportunities to reach the institutionalized codependent who still suffers, but we need help.

The 2015 – 2016 Issues Mediation Committee (IMC) was elected at the 2015 CSC in July. The members voted in were:  Returning members – Kevin M., Addie M., Cara S., Gail S., Natasha K., Daniel T; New Members – Nancy O., Kay H., and Sharon F.
Daniel T had to take a leave of absence from the committee to focus on his self-care.  He is available for consultation if needed. 
Kevin M. was elected Chair through a group conscience.
At CSC, members of the former IMC gave a workshop on “Dealing with Disagreements in Our Lives and Caring Enough to Confront”.  The workshop was well attended and there was lots of positive feedback.  The current IMC is looking into presenting the workshop (with some modifications based on attendees’ feedback) again at the 2016.
Also at CSC, the Voting Entity Liaison (VEL) created, distributed and collected contact information forms for Delegates/Alternates and Convention participants for Voting Entity/Intergroup information for CoDA website updates. The VEL is in contact with the Board Secretary, Board Web Liaison, and IMC sub-committee on updating CoDA’s website contact list.
Also at CSC, the VEL distributed multiple copies of “CoDA Guidelines for Structure and Development of Intergroups and Voting Entities” document and met with interested trusted servants to discuss Voting Entity structure. The VEL was able to meet with various Delegates and Travel Reimbursement Opportunity (TRO) recipients and ensured that their needs were met.
The IMC had two motions passed at CSC, clarifying the duties of the IMC and adding information about forming Intergroups and Voting Entities. . 

Before the 2015 CSC, the IMC’s Policies and Procedures Manual and CoDA’s Guidelines for the Development and Structure of Intergroup/Voting Entities created by the last IMC were placed on the CoDA website.
IMC meets monthly, rotating between the third Wednesday and Thursday.
The first meeting was held in September and work began on deciding how best to work on the 2015 – 2016 IMC Goals. 
There were no new requests for mediation. The IMC is following up on one from the previous year. 
The VEL did work with New York Long Island service group Outreach Chair on the possibility of forming an Intergroup. The VEL also discussed various issues with Long Island and other New York representatives.

Literature (CLC)

Outreach
The two main activities of the Committee this quarter have been the finalization and submission of the revised contract for the web package approved by the Committee to the Board and engaging of a volunteer to copy edit the web content which was presented at CSC.

The Committee had approved $2,000 from its budget to be spent on building the webpage framework, as shown on the coda.org MURA website. The Committee’s web group is currently working on revising the contract to be introduced to the Board for approval because of two additional requirements of the Committee: 
1. A form by which the Committee’s instructions will be communicated to the webmaster and 
2. Additional pages to be included. The Committee’s goal was to upload all approved and edited material by the end of 2015.

The greater part of this quarter was expended by the new chair, vice-chair and members getting up to speed with the work of the committee. The Committee continues to struggle with Skype which it uses for its meetings because calls frequently are dropped, audio is erratic and some members have difficulty accessing the Skype conference call. The purchase of a WebEx account for all CoDA committees to use is eagerly anticipated.

Service Structure Committee (SSC)
The Service Structure Committee holds monthly teleconferences to conduct our business. 

We reached an agreement with the Events Committee wherein they will provide us with the motions as they are displayed for the CSC to vote on. This worked well to get the motions, as voted on at CSC, to us in a timely manner.  As a result, the Fellowship Service Manual and the Meeting Handbook were both updated within two months of Conference. The only hiccup in the process was the omission of two motions from IMC that were approved, but required nor received any crafting. These were added and still the document went out on time.  Two months is SSC’s internal goal for release of all documents requiring update from motions passed at Conference. We make this goal with great frequency. Last year was a glaring exception, as the motions were not released until November.

SSC has acquired two new members. We would like to welcome John R of PA and Michelle D of CA to our happy little group. When I was first recruited (?) into SSC, I was told it stood for ‘some silly codependents’. I kinda like that light-hearted attitude and hope to reclaim it. I have noticed we are too serious, of late. 

Two more members will help us with this year’s big undertaking; to re-structure the Fellowship Service Manual. One of the goals I see is to create a Conference manual, which contains things like how to prepare motions and reports for conference, how to get TROs and what they are, how to craft motions and other information which may be important at conference, but has limited value to the membership in general. We hope to work with the committees to shorten their descriptions in the manual as well. These long descriptions are better placed in their Policies and Procedures Manual and /or on their page on the web site. References to any information removed from the manual will be placed in the manual so any who are looking for something that may have been in there is not lost and direction as to where it now resides is available. SSC needs to be the first to do this as an example. Our own P&P manual is incomplete. And our page needs a lot of work.

Spanish Outreach (SPO)
Members: Doramas D/Spain, Vicki C/Spain, Eilyn P/Costa Rica; Maru R/MN; José R/Guatemala, Linda A/SoCal
Emails: We read 1,237 emails; answering 60 from codependents looking for a meeting and 1,177 from within CoDA: mostly amongst Spanish Outreach members but also between Spanish Outreach and other parts of CoDA. One committee member arranged to travel from Guatemala to El Salvador to meet with two Salvadorans in search of a CoDA meeting, to help them get one started.

Proofreading: Spanish Outreach proofed items for CoRe (the Welcome, Boundaries, and Am I Codependent?), prior to their being reprinted. The committee began proofing items that the Translation Management Committee had guided through the contracting process: Building CoDA Community: Healthy Meetings Matter, the Twelve Steps Handbook and In This Moment Daily Meditation book.

Spanish CoDA web page: We created a page to draw attention to the interactive blog espcoda, to involve newcomers in the discussion of what codependence looks like day to day, and what program tools are available to help us deal with our codependence. We pointed out to the webmaster when one switches from the English Find a Meeting page to the Spanish version, a very old version of the Spanish page surfaces, leading to many 404 messages. We are still waiting for that incongruity to be resolved.

Teleconference Meetings: We met 18 times, in biweekly and sometimes weekly committee meetings. We also met in twos for editing purposes, as well as once with CoDA Chile. 

Espcoda: Subscriptions to this list grew to over 300, but the best accomplishment was original shares in the form of multiple contributions by three members, on sponsorship, the use of CoDA literature and the importance of attending meetings among other topics. This aspect of Spanish Outreach’s work has been keenly anticipated and we hope to continue contributing program messages to this list. We are also happy to help CoDA communities announce special occasions, such as the two-year anniversary of Grupo Tsintani in Uruapan, Michoacán, Mexico.

Ecphone: 74 calls to CoDA’s national toll-free Spanish call back line, 888-444-2379, were received. Twenty-two percent of the calls were unanswerable because, having left no message and coming from a business or a phone with no answering service set up,  or from someone whose account was cancelled shortly after calling CoDA, the caller was unreachable.

Website Info Crossover Work Group: Complaints continued to be registered concerning the futility of the Spanish beta pages for meeting registration, searches and updating.  Thus far in 2015, fourteen meetings – from Barcelona, Granada, Malaga and Tarragona in Spain to Cuzco, Peru, the Dominican Republic, Michoacan and Quintana Roo in Mexico – turned to Spanish Outreach to process meeting registrations and updates after frustrating experiences with the beta Spanish meeting pages. Spanish Outreach wants to know what is being done to make the meeting data base a navigable one for Spanish speakers as well as for those who, having long term experience with the CoDA meeting database, try to assist others and are met with repeated FAIL! messages.

World Connections Committee

Much has occurred with the World Connections Committee (WCC), beginning with CoDA World Conference and Convention in July 2015.  

· The Chairs Preconference was a great start to collaborating with other chairpersons and Board Members to assess and identify possible solutions to committee and Fellowship issues.

· WCC organized the country/voting entity reports that resulted in many interesting reports, along with informative PowerPoints and videos shared during Conference. Reports came from:  Alternate Meetings, Australia, Canada:  English & French, Germany, Guatemala, Israel, Spain, United Kingdom, United States:  MD, Northern & Southern  CA, CO, FL, GA, IL, MN, NV, OR,  PN, TX, VA.  Thank you to all who provided insights about CoDA in their areas.

· The WCC motion passed allowing our official name:  “World Connections Committee,” the new email alias:  wcc@coda.org, as well as, a written description of our committee that is added to the Fellowship Services Manual.

· Two workshops were presented at Convention the by WCC members.  The focus was on “Building Meetings and Intergroups” and “Supporting Intergroups and Voting Entity Structures.”  Much gratitude goes to the panel members and participants who shared their experience, strength and hope on these topics.  Notes from those workshops will be soon available.

· At Conference, Frank B from New York agreed to join the WCC committee.

Since Conference, the WCC:

· Welcomes Gerry B.- Canada as the new WCC Board liaison,

· Meets monthly, continuing to share some of the highlights of Conference at each meeting, and 

· Currently cohosts recovery topic meetings with the Calgary (Canada) Freedom Group. In September, Sponsorship-Part I with Jim Y. (Nor Cal) was held and Sponsorship-Part II with Michelle L (Southern CA), Geraldine H. (UK) & possibly others will participate on November 6.
